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Welcome! The risen Lord appeared to the apostles that first Easter. With 
His Word and His wounds, He granted them His peace. He sent them as 
ministers of the Gospel in His name to bestow the life-giving Holy Spirit  
for His whole Church through the forgiveness of sins (John 20:21–23). By 
this apostolic ministry, He calls us to believe that He “is the Christ, the Son 
of God,” so that by such faith we “may have life in his name,” (John 20:31).  
Today we celebrate the Lord’s Supper. We teach that we receive the true 
body and blood of Jesus in, with and under the bread and wine for the 
forgiveness of sins and the strengthening of our faith. Those communing 
with us make a public confession of the Christian faith as taught by our 
congregation and church body. If you are visiting, please speak with a 
pastor before coming to the Lord’s Table.
